Improve Usefulness of Assessments Main Page & Questions Page

Problems 

· Instructional staff cannot see changes made to a published assessment without having to update the pending assessment to match. 
· TAs inadvertently retract a published assessment just to get a look at it.

· Instructional staff does not know whether students have started (but not submitted) certain assessments. Knowing this would inform their decisions about whether it's prudent to retract an assessment and publish a replacement.

· It is unclear that one has to go through Settings in order to publish

Proposed Solutions
A. Main Page (refer to Figure 1)
· Un-hyperlink assessment titles and explicitly add ‘Edit, ‘Preview,” and ‘Publish” actions for each assessment.

· Re-order the list of actions to highlight the sequence of steps someone would likely take.

· Display assessment actions in the following order for Pending Assessments (new menu items).

	Take user to assessment’s Questions page



	Preview
	Take user to Preview assessment page. Preview should reflect the latest modifications made to an assessment, which means that a preview of “Assessment A” under Pending might be different than a preview of “Assessment A” under Published, if the published version has been modified.



	Settings
	Take user to assessment’s Settings page



	Publish
	Take user to assessment’s Settings page



	Duplicate (used to be ‘Copy’)

	Take user to assessment’s Duplicate Confirmation page*



	Export
	Take user to Export Assessment page



	Remove
	Take user to assessment’s Remove Confirmation page




· Display assessment actions in the following order for Published Assessments – Active and Inactive (new menu items).
	Scores
	Take user to assessment’s Total Scores page. Only shows up as menu item if assessment has at least one submission.



	Edit
	Take user to Edit Published Assessment Confirmation page. 



	Preview


	Take user to Preview assessment page.  Take user to Preview assessment page. Preview should reflect the latest modifications made to an assessment, which means that a preview of "Assessment A" under Pending might be different than a preview of "Assessment A" under Published, if the published version has been modified.



	Settings


	Take user to assessment’s Settings page

	Remove
	Take user to assessment’s Remove Confirmation page




· Add “In Progress” column 
· Displays # of students who have begun taking the assessment but have not submitted. This includes students who are actively taking the assessment as well as those who have saved and/or exited. The count starts when someone clicks on ‘Begin Assessment’ button.

· Add “Submitted” column 

· Displays # of student submissions. 
· There can only be one submission per student regardless of whether an assessment allows for one or multiple submissions.

· If an assessment is retracted and republished and allow retake is checked, then the # of submissions needs to be reset to zero so the instructor could see how many have submitted the modified assessment. In Progress column is unaffected since it only starts counting when someone clicks on ‘Begin Assessment’ button.

· If an assessment is retracted and republished and allow retake is not checked, then there is no change to the current count for either In Progress or Submitted columns.
· Value is hyperlinked if greater than 0. Link should take user to assessment’s Total Scores page (same behavior as Scores link). 

· Improvements to Layout/Display of Information on Main Page
· To de-clutter the page, consolidate assessment actions into drop-down menu located to the left of an assessment. 

(vs. horizontal list below an assessment). 

· Columns: 

· Line up columns.
· Title column: since it is now narrower under Published, wrap long title but no more than 2 lines. If title is longer than 2 lines, then truncate and add ellipses (...). Truncated title should only show up under this column. Elsewhere should display full text.

· Release To ‘Selected Group(s): When a user hovers over the information icon (i), value for selected group(s) is displayed. 
B. Questions Page (refer to Figure 2)
· Minor changes to the existing Questions page UI to help alleviate user confusion about what to do next after they have put together the questions for an assessment. No functional changes; all links still behave as before:

· Remove ‘Add Part’ link from the ‘navViewAction’ bar.

· Add ‘Preview | Settings | Publish’ links to the ‘navViewAction’ bar to helps users determine which steps to take and in which order once they are done with authoring an assessment. ‘Publish’ link should take user to Settings page (same as if user clicked on Settings page).

· Add ‘Add Part’ link below the ‘navViewAction’ bar and move ‘Add Question’ to the right of  ‘Add Part’
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
