Problem and Proposed Solution, v5
Current Problem: in version 2.8, we added a more descriptive Begin Assessment page (SAM-812). It contains a misstatement that your answers will be lost if you leave (work won’t be lost  if you save); thus if someone’s attempt were disrupted, they might think their work was completely lost.
