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Problem and Proposed Solution

Current Problem: Clicking/selecting Publish and Settings buttons/links/menu items for a pending assessment take users to the same page - Settings page.  If users simply want to publish, they would still need to go to the Settings page first.
Proposed Solution: Clicking/selecting the Publish button/link/menu item should take users to the Publish Assessment page (this page is titled ‘ Check Settings and Add Notification’ in SAMigo 2.7). On this page, users can confirm their settings selection and specify if they want to notify students that the assessment has been published/republished. 
NOTE: All screenshots were taken from Stanford's implementation where assessments are called assignments.

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UI Changes 
1. Pending assessment: 

· If user does any of the following, then title of destination page should be changed from ‘Check Settings and Add Notification’ to ‘Publish Assessment’  - Figure 2
i. On SAMigo main page, selects Publish action menu item, or

ii. On Questions page, clicks on Publish link, or 

iii. On Settings page, clicks on Save Settings and Publish button
· Replace current instruction with: Review your settings and adjust level of notification. Click Publish to make assessment visible to students now. Click Cancel to wait or edit assessment. Click Edit Settings to modify settings.

2. Published assessment: 
· If user clicks on Republish button, then title of destination page should be changed from ‘Check Settings and Add Notification’to ‘Republish Assessment’ - Figure 3
· If user clicks on Regrade and Republish button, then title of destination page should be changed from ‘Check Settings and Add Notification’to ‘Republish and Regrade Assessment’ - Figure 4
3. Add Edit Settings button to immediate right of Cancel button - Figures 2, 3, 4
Desired Behavior

If user does either of the following and throws a validation error with regards to a Settings item, then user should be taken to the Settings page to see what the error is and to correct it before the assessment could be published

i. On SAMigo main page, selects Publish action menu item for a pending assessment, or

ii. On Questions page, clicks on Publish link within a pending assessment 

The most common validation error based on one of the user actions above occurs when a user attempts to publish an assessment that has the same title as an existing published assessment.

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* N.B. Desired behavior for the following scenario:


On Publish Assessment page, user clicks Edit Settings button to go to the Settings page


On Settings page, user clicks any of the buttons (Save Settings and Publish, Save Settings, or Cancel). User should go back to Publish Assessment page.


On Publish Assessment page, user clicks on Cancel button. User should go back to Main SAMigo page or Questions page, whichever one they came from originally.
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* N.B. Desired behavior for the following scenario:


On Republish Assessment or Republish & Regrade Assessment page, user clicks Edit Settings button to go to the Settings page


On Settings page, user clicks either of the buttons (Save Settings or Cancel). User should go back to Republish Assessment or Republish & Regrade Assessment page


On Publish Assessment page, user clicks on Cancel button. User should go back to Questions page
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
