Assignment Level Resubmit control


Assignments Tool enhancement for 2.4 - Resubmission Control
Scenarios
Instructors like the current resubmit feature in Assignments. When grading an individual submission, the instructor can check the ‘Allow Resubmission’ checkbox which gives the student the ability to make changes and resubmit their submission.
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Current Grade Submission Page 

Sometimes an assignment can be iterative with a number of submit-feedback-resubmit cycles. Instructors want to signify that an Assignment can have n number of resubmissions, globally for the assignment, rather than having to visit each submission to make that selection. The necessity of having to visit each submission to check the resubmit checkbox is time consuming for a large class (e.g., 200 students).

Instructors want override control over individual submissions. A student may have special circumstances that are accommodated by allowing a resubmit past the Assignment due date. This amounts to an individual due date which avoids the need to change the due date for the Assignment   The need to override a particular student’s due date could happen for assignments where resubmit has been globally allowed or not.
It is sometimes misleading as to what the Allow Resubmission checkbox does allow. Currently, if the Accept Until date has passed, then even though the Allow Resubmission checkbox is on for a particular submission, the student cannot resubmit.  Instructors need some feedback on the submission page to accommodate special cases for that submission only – to allow a particular student to resubmit, and/or override the number of resubmissions allowed. Instructors want to optionally specify an end date after which no resubmissions will be allowed which may extend the Accept Until date specified for the Assignment (to allow a student with special circumstances to submit).

Enhancements to Assignment tool to address problems described above.
1. Add resubmission control to Assignment as a whole - a ‘Number of Resubmissions’ field when creating/revising an assignment

2. Add text on the Grade Submission page that indicates due date to help grader understand the resubmission control.

3. Add date entry field to Grade Submission page to allow override of the Due date for specific submission

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Change for 2.4  – add ‘Number of Resubmissions Allowed’ field
Number of Resubmissions Allowed field

· Default: 0  (the default is set so that no change to current behavior is the default). This could be a value of ‘No Resubmissions Allowed’ instead of ‘0’ to better make the point.
· Pulldown menu provides selections from 0-10 or ‘Unlimited’ as choices.

· Setting the value to other than 0 allows all submissions to resubmit, possibly limited to a specified number of resubmits.

· The Alllow Resubmit field on the Grade Submission page for each submission shows the current setting as the default for that submission. The setting for a particular submission can be changed without affecting the Assignment’s setting.

Grade a Submission page changes
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Current Grade Submission page (bottom of page)
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Change for 2.4 – Change resubmission control, and add an override date 
control to Grade Submission page

· The Allow Resubmission checkbox defaults to the Assignment’s setting, or to the previously overridden setting for this submission.

· The Accept Until date defaults to the current Assignment’s Accept Until date (set when creating/revising an Assignment), or to the date previously overridden for this assignment. 

· The Accept Until field is unavailable unless the Allow Resubmission checkbox is checked.
